	1) Needham – boiled meat broth and sealed one container and left the other open. He concluded that microorganisms grew in both containers which further supported abiogenesis. (1748)


	2) Spallanzani – repeated needhams experiment with 2 changes. Found different results – microorganisms only grew in one container. (1760’s)


	3) Redi – conducted the first controlled experiment (using rotting meat & flies) to test his hypothesis that only flies produce more flies. This supported biogenesis. 
(1668)

	4) Pasteur - the first to disprove abiogenesis. Used broth heated in flasks with s-shaped stem. (1860) 


	5) Schwann – proposed that all organisms (plants and animals) are made of cells.
(1839)


	6) Schleiden – Botanist who concluded that plants are also made of cells. (1831)


	7) Virchow – concluded that cells must arise from other cells. (1850’s)


	8) Hooke – used a compound microscope to investigate cork and coined the term ‘cell’   (1665)


	9) Leeuwenhoek – one of the first to make and use microscopes. Discovers bacteria and supports abiogenesis. (1683)
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
